The board discussed the following items:

1. Pool Area Banners  – It was suggested that the banners in the pool area

3. JV District Championship – This year Lake will host the meet on Tuesday,
Jan. 27.  Parents will be asked to volunteer at the meet to help with concessions.

4. District/Regionals – will be held at Clear Springs HS.  CLHS responsible for

5. State – hotel rooms need to be booked.  There was a discussion as to the
